General Pre-Tournament Information

Dates and Place: The IHSA Girls State Final Badminton Tournament again will be held at Eastern
lllinois University, Lantz Building in Charleston, lllinois on Friday and Saturday, May 15" -16™,
2009. Mr. Kevin Hussey, Professor at EIU will serve as State Final Manager. Competition will take
place in the Lantz Building specifically the Student Recreation Center (SRC). No matches will be
played on the Lantz arena floor.

Directions to Charleston (EIU) Lantz Building from the Chicago Area: Interstate 57 south to
the Charleston exit (190A). Go east on highway 16 (Lincoln Avenue) into Charleston. Turn right
on University (3™ stop light once you’re in town) and go 1/8 mile (2 1/2 blocks). Turn left on Grant
and go east about 2 mile. Lantz Building will be on your right.

Housing: Refer to IHSA Badminton web site for a list of hotels in the area

Dorm Housing: Taylor Hall is the assigned dorm. The showers are all individual with curtains for
each shower. Coaches are required to be housed with the athletes on the same floor, per EIU
policy. Badminton usually has 130 — 150 people housed in the dorms. Stevenson is under
construction currently and should be available for the 2010 championships where suites will be
available for coaches.

Parking: Parking is available on three sides of the Lantz Arena / Student Recreation Center
Complex. Campus police will not ticket during the event except for cars parked in handicap and/or
tow away zones. Since classes will not be in session, both faculty and student parking spaces
should be fairly opened. Drivers can drop their players off in the circle drive and then park.

Coaches Information

State Final Seeding: The state final seeding meeting is Tuesday, May 12, 2009. It is a closed
meeting. The seeding committee will have the LOP’s and sectional results. Additional information
may be faxed (630-887-1759) to John Charters at Hinsdale South High School.

Thursday State Final Hit-Around: On Thursday, an optional Hit-Around will be held from 3:00-
8:00 p.m. The Hit-Around is available for schools with state final qualifiers only.

Individual Qualifier Warm-up Option: For schools with one individual, you may bring another
member of the team to the Hit-Around and to warm-up your player during the competition.
Coaches may also use another school’s qualifier, or coach instead. Sorry no family or friends may
be used for this.



Uniform: All players shall appear in the universally accepted badminton clothing such as a
blouse, short sleeve t-shirt, sleeveless top, polo shirt, short, or a badminton outfit. The badminton
uniform, comparable to NFHS uniform rules, must be worn as the manufacturer intended and have
the following restrictions. Tops - Bare midriff tops are not allowed. The uniform top must hang
below or be tucked into the waistband of the uniform bottom when the player is standing erect and
upright. Spaghetti strap tops and/or tank tops are not allowed. Bottoms - Loose fitting boxer type
bottoms or compressions style bottoms are permitted. French cut or high cut apparel shall not be
worn in lieu of uniform bottoms. The waistband of a competitor’s bottom shall be worn above the
hips. Shorts that leave visible any part of an undergarment or an area that an undergarment would
normally cover are not allowed. While the uniform rule cannot cover all the latest trends, “booty
shorts” do not meet the uniform rule and are unacceptable. The games committee has the right to
determine appropriateness of all uniforms.

Coaches’ Meeting: A coaches’ meeting will be held on Friday beginning at 8:30 a.m. in the Lantz
Arena stands. A second coaches’ meeting will be held on Saturday at 9:00 in the Lantz Club
Room.

School Packets: School packets can be picked up on Thursday during practice.

Team Passes: Team passes will be issued from the LOP’s. If your athletic director needs to add
additional coaches to the LOP he/she can contact the IHSA for a late addition.

Administrator Passes: Please instruct your school administrators to pick up their passes at the
admission gate. They should identify themselves as a school official. They will be issued a wrist
band which gets them in the tournament and the hospitality area.

Locker Rooms/Towel Service: Locker rooms will provide a private space for participants and
coaches. Athletes should bring their own locks. Towels will not be provided. There will be two
team areas next to the SRC. One is an enclosed dance room and the other is an open next to the
courts. Neither IHSA nor EIU will provide security for those areas although they both have video
cameras.

Handicap Access: An elevator is available for handicap folks. In addition, there is seating
available in both gymnasiums. Please let us know if we can help.

Hospitality: A hospitality room is available in the Lantz Club room. It is located next to the Lantz
Arena. We welcome coaches, officials, and school administrators. Refer to the time schedule for
the hospitality hours. There is a concession stand located in the lobby of the Lantz Building.

New This Year!

Friday Warm-up Time: Schools will sign up for their Friday practice time on Thursday at the Hit-
Around.

1. There are 6 blocks of time.

2. You can sign your player(s) up for only one block of time. No fair taking 2 or more
times.

3. There will be open slots on the courts which can be filled in once practice has
begun.

4, A school that neglects to sign up will get first priority for the open slots.



In addition...

1. 4 nets will be set up in the field house which will only open to player/coaches. Sorry
no fans are allowed in the field house.
2. If a school did not sign up on Thursday, they can take an open slot or use the field

house courts for warm-ups.

“In the hole, on deck and you’re up”: A player(s) will be called for her match. She will check in
at tournament central. (Essentially she is in the hole.) Once at tournament central the player(s)
will be assigned to a court and immediately go to that court and wait for that match to end.
(Essentially on deck.) Of course, once the ongoing match is over, the “on deck” player(s) will
immediately be able to take the court and begin warm ups without delay. (you’re up)

Time Schedule: The time schedule has changed slightly. A time schedule is included in this
material.

Drug Testing: IHSA has implemented a Drug Testing Policy. Your school will be notified if any
one of your players was selected for testing. The test will take place in the SRC area and is based
on a random draw.

During Play

Officials: Roving officials will be on the floor to assist with rules. Tell your players that if there is a
conflict on the court, they should sit down on that court and an official will come to resolve the
issue. Officials have been instructed that if they see violations, they may call them or correct them
even if they were not asked to intervene. Generally though they will observe play for obvious
repeated faults such as illegal services, foot-fault and line faults.

Scorer: A scorer will be provided for each match. The scorer is not a rules official. If a player(s)
on occasion asks the scorer about a line call however, and the scorer responds, the decision of the
scorer is final. Coaches have instructed their players not to expect the scorers to call all the lines
or be involved in a dispute. It is appreciated if coaches will help score if we are short.

Competitor Seating: Seats are provided n the court for coaches and on deck players. Look for
the chairs that have the IHSA seat covers.

Results: Following the match the competitors will sign the scorecard and take it to tournament
central. Double check to make sure the winner is circled.

Spectator Information

State Final Admission: An admission fee of $5.00 for Children, $5.00 for High School Students,
and $5.00 for Adults will be charged on Friday and on Saturday. Only competitors in the State
Final Tournament on Friday and Saturday and their coaches will receive passes. Programs will
also be for sale at a cost of $3.00.



Live Scoring: The IHSA website will continually update the state tournament results.
www.ihsa.org is the web address. In addition, the scorezone will report the winners of the
sectionals and the state final draw. A scrolling leader board will be located in the foyer that will
show the most current team standings. In addition, there will be tournament brackets displayed.
No hard copies of the brackets will be distributed as fans can print the information off of the
website.

Signs, Banners and Mechanical Noisemakers: Please see Item VIII-D of the Terms and
Conditions. Signs may be placed in the SRC on the railings. You may want to bring ties instead of
tape for hanging the banners. We ask that you hang them using the top railing.

Filming/Videotaping: At the State Final Tournament, spectators will be permitted to film and
videotape the competition provided: 1) the filming or videotaping does not take place on the
competition floor and 2) does not interfere with spectator or competitor viewing of the matches.

Ceremonies

Opening Ceremony: Each school is requested to bring a school flag or banner to carry during the
opening ceremony and for display at the tournament. Competitors and coaches will meet in
corridor 124 (just outside the Lantz Arena) to get organized. Only qualifiers can be in the tunnel
and participate in the ceremonies.

Awards Ceremony: Immediately following the conclusion of the state finals, an awards ceremony
will take place in the SRC. The top 3 teams and the top 6 doubles and singles players will
participate. Teams — 1 team trophy and 8 individual medallions (6 players and 2 coaches) will be
awarded to the players and coaches in addition to a Superintendent, Principal and Athletic Director
medallion. Individuals — The top 6 places will receive a medallion. Only those coaches and
players on the official state final roster in addition to the school Superintendent, Principal, Athletic
Director, and Assistant Athletic Director are eligible to participate in ceremony. Fans will be
allowed to take photographs following the ceremonies.

Awards Policy: In accordance with IHSA policy, only individuals from your school who are listed
in the program and LOP may participate in the awards ceremony or opening ceremony at the IHSA
state tournament. (No children, family members, non-qualifying players, etc.) IHSA staff members
will strictly adhere to the awards limits outlined in the IHSA terms and conditions.
