Coaches Reminders

Prior to warm-ups for the Semifinal games on Friday and the Final games on Saturday, bring to the Press Box a
roster denoting starters and non-starters as well as any number changes and review pronunciation of names
with the announcer.

Pre-Game Practice

The field Southeast of the stadium will be available for additional warm-ups.
Each school must supply their own practice balls. Game balls will be the Baden ball.

Half Time
Half time is ten (10) minutes.

Introduction Procedures

Warm-ups on the stadium field will be allowed for twenty minutes prior to the game (see previous schedule).

Teams will return to their respective benches immediately following warm-ups and prepare for introduction. The
National Anthem will be played before games 1, 3, and 4 for Class 1A and 1, 3, 5, 7 & 8 for Class 2A and 3A.

The officials will lead both teams out to midfield in 2 single files lines. The officials will stop at midfield and each
team will fan out on either side of the officials. Each team will line up with the Head Coaches next to the AR on
their respective side of the field. The Assistant Coaches, Manager, Goalies and Players will line up in numerical
order as listed in the program. When an individuals name is called, they should step forward towards the stands
and then step back into the line.

For all Semifinal games on Friday:

e The non-starters for the visiting team will be introduced first. Non-starters for the home team
will be introduced second.

e Starters and Coaches for the visiting team and Starters and Coaches for the home team will be
introduced on an alternating basis. The 4" Official, Assistant referees then the Head referee
will all be introduced.

e The National Anthem will be played before games 1 and 3 for Class 1A and 1, 3, 5 and 7 for
Class 2A and 3A.

For all Final games on Saturday, teams will follow the officials out to midfield and then fan out.
e The same order of introductions will be used but only the head coaches, starters and officials

will be introduced, however this time they will be introduced in alternating order. The National
Anthem will be played before the Third place and Championship games.

Rosters

Prior to each game played, coaches should submit to the announcer in the press box a roster sheet denoting
starters for the game, proper pronunciation of player's names, as well as any changes in player's numbers.

Ticket Sales

State Final advanced ticket sales may be arranged by contacting Kellen Wells-Mangold at 630-637-5500.
All tickets will be sold at ticket booths prior to the sessions. Ticket booths and Gates will open 1 hour prior to the
start of a session.

Tickets (Adult, Student, and Child) will be $6.00 for each session.

Tournament Programs

Each team that has advanced to the Sectional level in the tournament should have completed the State Final
Program Information on the IHSA website at www.ihsa.org. Each competing coach will receive 30 official
programs in the press box prior to their Semifinal game.

Participant Passes

Each school advancing to the State Tournament will be issued 30 participant passes. Administrator or Head
Coach may pickup passes at the Friday afternoon lunch or at the ticket booth upon arrival. Only coaches or
administrators may sign for the packet of passes. These passes will be honored at all four sessions. There will
be no pass list. Distribution of the participant passes is decided by each competing school. No additional
participant passes will be issued.

A school shall have in uniform, no more than twenty-two (22) players on the team bench.

One (1) Athletic Trainer pass will be provided if the Athletic Trainer's name is listed in your state final
program information that was filled out online.

All members of the school's coaching staff, as well as other members of the school's designated
sideline contingent, must wear (clearly displayed) their participant pass to be admitted to the playing
field area when their team is playing.

All team members and coaches staff will check in and enter the field through the Home Team Gate
located at the Southeast Corner of the field.

Players and coaches must show their participant pass at all times to be admitted into the stadium.
Persons not displaying a participant pass will not be allowed on the field.

Administrative Passes

Three Administrative passes for the Superintendent, Principal and Athletic Director will be at the ticket
booth. These passes are for admittance to the stadium.

Medical Arrangements

The athletic trainers from North Central College will be available to tend to your needs prior to each game and
throughout the tournament.
