Parking:  Parking will be available in our North lot (off Elm) and west (Stadium) lot Off of 
Clarendon Hills. 
 
 
 

Coaches Information 
 

Warm-up Time:  Thursday’s warm up assignments are posted on the IHSA website.   There will be 
no sign ups for Friday.   We will be utilizing 17 total courts.   12 in our Fieldhouse and 5 in the main 
gym for Thursday and Friday.    We will only use the courts in the Fieldhouse on Saturday.   
 
Time Schedule:  There will be an opening ceremony this year, teams can bring banners to tape to 
the walls of the field house.   
 
Entrance:  Entrance is on the Northside of the school under the canopy.  
 
School Packets:  School packets can be picked each afternoon starting at 3:30 p.m.  
 
Team Passes:  Passes will be issued based on the sectional qualifiers.  If a school has 1 
qualifying individual, they shall receive 1 extra pass for a female warm-up partner.  
 
Schools can receive up to 4 coaching passes in their packets.  
 
 
Administrator Passes:  School administrators are welcome to attend at any time during the 
tournament.   Administrators will be able to sign in at the check in table and receive a wristband for 
entry.    Administrators are invited to attend the awards ceremony in the fieldhouse at the end of 
the tournament.  
 
Individual Qualifier Warm-up Option:  For schools with one individual, you may bring another 
female member of the team or a coach to the Hit-Around and to warm-up your player during the 
competition.  Sorry no family or friends may be used for this. 
 
Personal Belongings:  Carry them with you or decide on a team location in the Field House or 
gymnasium.  However, it is a good idea to keep watch over your valuable items.  IHSA nor 
Hinsdale South will provide security or be liable for lost items. 
 



Coaches’ Meeting:  A coaches’ meeting will be held virtually and sent to coaches on Wednesday, 
May 11, 2022. 
 
Hospitality:  Located in the cafeteria is available for the participating coaches, officials, and 
administrators of the competing teams.   
 
Concessions:   Food and beverage service is located in Gym Foyer.    
 
Players are encouraged to bring their own water bottles to fill up in the facility.  
 
Athletic Trainers:  An athletic trainer will be floating between the fieldhouse & gymnasium.  
 
“On deck and You’re Up”:  The player(s) match number will be called.  If a second call is needed 
then the school name will be called.  Matches will be called via PA.  Players will check in at 
tournament scoring, be assigned a court and proceed to that court. Once the ongoing match is 
over, the players on deck will begin warm-ups.  After the match is completed, all players will sign 
the scorecard and take that card to tournament scoring area.  Make sure the winner is circled.   
 
Note players are allowed a 10 minute rest between matches. 
 
If a problem arises on the court during a match, and players are unable to resolve it, both players 
should sit and wait for roving official to come to the court.  If problems continue during the match 
an official maybe called to monitor the match. 
 
Officials:  Officials will be on the floor to assist with rules.  Tell your players that if there is a conflict 
on the court, they should sit down on that court and an official will come to resolve the issue.  
Officials have been instructed that if they see violations, they may call them or correct them even if 
they were not asked to intervene.  Generally, though they will observe play for obvious repeated 
faults such as illegal services, foot-fault and line faults. 
 
Games Committee:  The Games Committee, assigned by the IHSA, will also be on the floor to 
assist with rulings pertaining to violations of the Terms and Conditions and the Code of Conduct.  
Infractions must be handled immediately, coaches if you need a ruling it is your responsibility to 
request the games committee to review the situation as soon as it has taken place. 
 
Scorer:  Scorers will not be used until the quarterfinal matches; players will need to keep their own 
score like they do during the season.   
 
Competitor Seating: Two seats are provided on the court for the coach and seats are provided for 
the on deck players.  Look for the chairs that have the IHSA seat covers. 
 
Results:  Following the match the competitors will sign the scorecard and take it to tournament 
central.  Double check to make sure the winner is circled. 
 
Food:  Students and coaches are encouraged to bring their own water bottles to fill in the Field 
House.  There will be concessions available.

Ceremonies 
 

Opening Ceremony:  Each school is requested to bring a school flag or banner to carry during the 
opening ceremony and for display at the tournament.  
 
Awards Ceremony:  Immediately following the conclusion of play on Saturday, an awards 
ceremony will take place in the Fieldhouse at Hinsdale South.  The top 3 teams and the top 6 
doubles and singles players will participate.  Teams – 1 team trophy and 8 individual medallions (6 
players and 2 coaches) will be awarded to the players and coaches in addition to a 
Superintendent, Principal and Athletic Director medallion.  Individuals – The top 6 places will 
receive a medallion.  Only those coaches and players on the official state final roster in addition to 
the school Superintendent, Principal, Athletic Director, and Assistant Athletic Director are eligible to 
participate in ceremony.   
 
Fans will be allowed to attend the awards ceremonies each day after play has concluded 

and to take photographs following the ceremonies.  Full teams will be allowed to attend 
the awards ceremony on Saturday for the team honors. 
 
 
Awards Policy:  In accordance with IHSA policy, only individuals from your school who are listed 
in the program and LOP may participate in the awards ceremony or opening ceremony at the IHSA 
state tournament.  (No children, family members, non-qualifying players, etc.)  IHSA staff members 
will strictly adhere to the awards limits outlined in the IHSA terms and conditions.
